1. Introduction (Arial 12, bold)

In the introduction you should clearly present the aim of your article, the definition of the problem under solution, name subject and object of the research, your main hypothesis/thesis.

2. Theoretical framework of the research (Arial 12, bold)

You should present current level of research on this matter: theories and concepts that were followed in the research; relation of the presented research with other similar scientific research (Arial 11, block-aligned).

3. Research methodology (Arial 12, bold)

You should describe research methods and instruments used, present research sample and stages, point out methodologically important data collection and analysis procedures (Arial 11, block-aligned).

4. Main text (Arial 12, bold)

Depending on the aim of your paper, this section should contain the standard structural parts of a scientific paper, i.e. discussion, research results and their analysis (Arial 11, block-aligned).

Ekonomia - Wroclaw Economic Review is a scientific quarterly journal focused on articles of general scientific interest in areas related to economy. Ekonomia. Wroclaw Economic Review is permanently open for articles across all the research domains covered by the journal. Authors are invited to submit manuscripts devoted to theoretical and empirical research.

The articles are published online in Polish and English. The published articles are freely accessible. All submissions are refereed by referees in a double-blind peer review process. Article should contain original work – which has neither been published by the author or anyone else in any other medium, nor is it under consideration for publication in any other medium. Submission is also an equivalent to permission to publishing and disseminating the manuscript (unlimited as to time and territory of distribution as well as to free copies and issues made available on the Internet).

The article must be laid out on an A4 size (210 x 297 mm) page, text single spaced, in Arial font and in a single column. Margins must be 2,5 x 2,5 x 2,5 x 2,5 cm. Additional layout requirements that must also be followed.

Submission of the article is free of charge and should be sent in the electronic MS Word format to the Editorial office. The submission is completed upon receipt of a confirmation e-mail.

The whole paper should be maximum 35 000 characters (notes and reference list inclusive). Subheadings shall be limited to two levels only. The length of the paper is up to 12 pages (Arial 11, block-aligned).

· References.

Tables in the article text must be numbered using Arabic numerals. The word “Table”, its number  and title of the table is centered and placed above the table. Text within the table must be formatted as follows: Arial 10, e.g.:

4.2. Main text - citation (Arial 12, bold)

Use citation continuously in the text
. The list of references should be complete and accurate. For each work shown in the list of references must be a reference in the text (author’s surname, year, page number). Example: 

· Reference to a publication by one author: 

· The study (Smith, 2008, 34) revealed that...

· According to Jones (2007, 34), ...

· References to different publications by different authors are separated by semicolons:

· Researches (Smith, 2005, 34; Jones, 2010, 34; Brown, 2006, 34) suggest ...

· In the works by Smith (2005, 34) and Jones (2010, 34) ...

· When there are 3 or more authors:

· First reference: Smith, Brown and Jones (2001, 34).

· When the publication has no author and its title is long:

5. Conclusions (Arial 12, bold)

Here you should provide your results. It should be in the connection to the problems and hypothesis/thesis and aim of the article stated in the introduction. It should not repeat the introduction or structure of the article, but it should rather state how your work and results improve the solution of problems stated or what were the main results and contributions.

6. Acknowledgments (Arial 12, bold)

Information on acknowledgments and financial support are posted here if any.

7. References (Arial 12, bold)

The list of references must contain only items cited in the text. Items on the list of references must be listed in the source language, Latin script first followed by other scripts. Extensive use of sources cited in Thomson Reuters (http://science.thomsonreuters.com) is mandatory.

The reference list should be in alphabetical order, with no enumeration. Because of the presence of the journal in the international quotation databases, it is necessary that you to pay close attention to the form and correctness of quotations. Correct referring increase the accessibility of your article by crossreffering and in abstracting and indexing databases. Active reference linking is regarded as the greatest benefit of electronic publishing and it adds a lot of value to your publication. For this reason, you should also quote the DOI (digital object identifier) number. You should use the form of quotation presented below.
