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Introduction. The legislative basis for organization of national environmental
network in Ukraine is the State program on establishment of national environ-
mental network in Ukraine for 2000-2015, approved by the Law of Ukraine, Sep-
tember 21, 2000" and the Law of Ukraine «On environmental network of Ukraine»,
June 24, 2004°. However, the program goals, foreseen by the above-mentioned
law, haven’t been achieved neither in quantitative nor in qualitative terms. It seems
that the most noticeable shortcomings of this program are a lack of systemic fea-

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tures of national environmental network and a lack of precision of its structure, an
ambiguous understanding of its constituents by the authors and the executors of
this program, as well as insufficiency and groundlessness of legal and theoretical
researches in this area.

The degree of problem’s research. Theoretical and legal aspects of organization
and preservation of national environmental network of Ukraine have been investi-
gated by the representatives of ecological and land legal science, including: H. I. Ba-
lyuk, P. A. Hvozdyk, A. P. Hetman, A. Y. Hodovanyuk, B. V. Danylenko, M. A. Deyneha,
I. I. Karakash, O. B. Kyshko-Yerli, S. M. Kravchenko, P. F. Kulynych, M. I. Mak-
symenko, N. R. Malysheva, A. K. Sokolova, O. Sh. Chomahashvili, H. I. Chopko,
Yu. S. Shemshuchenko. But they haven’t made a comprehensive analysis of the
system features of the national environmental network of Ukraine.

The analysis of the system’s formation and the structure of national envi-
ronmental network of Ukraine seem to be actual in connection with the prospects
for the development of theoretical basis of environmental network and creation of
proposals for improving the current legislation on environmental network and its
practical application.

The aim of the article is a clarification of the main system features of national
environmental network of Ukraine and a definition of the system connections be-
tween the structural elements of national environmental network.

Article 4 of the Law of Ukraine «On environmental network of Ukraine»
dated 24 June 2004 recognized a provision with the integrity of ecosystem func-
tions of the constituent elements of environmental network as the basic principle of
formation, preservation and use of environmental network’. The effective imple-
mentation of this principle requires a clear delineation of the structure of Ukraine’s
environmental network and coordination of the basic principles of its construction
with the system’s formation factors of the Pan-European Environmental Network,
due to which the national environmental network is being formed. Thus, according
to Paragraph 9 of the Strategy of Ukraine’s integration into the European Union for
creation of safe and favourable European ecological space for human being, the
national environmental network is recognized to be a part of the Pan-European En-
vironmental Network®. However, contrary to this principle, Ukraine has its own
construction criteria of environmental network that complicate the consolidation of
boarder plots of national environmental network with the neighbouring territories
of states-members to the Pan-European Environmental Network.

National Environmental Network as an Integral Territorial System 289

The concept of environmental network as an integral system of natural and re-
claimed territories is defined, its constituents are highlighted, the overall objective of
its creation and functioning in Ukraine is outlined in the legislation of Ukraine. Thus,
the Law of Ukraine «On State Program of national environmental network of
Ukraine for 2000-2015» defines the environmental network as an unified territorial
system, which includes areas of natural landscapes that are subject to special protec-
tion, and territories and objects of natural reserve fund, health resort, recreational,
waterproof, field-protecting areas and other types of objects, which are determined
by the law of Ukraine’. According to the Law of Ukraine «On environmental net-
work of Ukraine the environmental network is an unified territorial system, which is
formed to improve the conditions for the development and restoration of the envi-
ronment, the increase of natural resource potential of Ukraine, preservation of land-
scape and biological diversity, places of settlement and growth of valuable species of
flora and fauna, the genetic fund, the routes of animal migration due to a combination
of territories and the objects of natural reserve fund, and other areas which have a
particular value for the protection of the environment and which due to the laws and
international obligations of Ukraine are subject to a special protection”.

In accordance with the recommendations of Pan-European biological and
landscape diversity strategy (1995), the formation of Pan-European Ecological Net-
work occurs in the form of an unified spatial system of territories of European states
with its natural or partly modified state of landscape. The environmental network of
Ukraine is an integral part of Pan-European Ecological Network that is a part of this
system, at the same time it is a national territorial system, which provides the
achievement of environmental objectives which are important for our state.

As follows, in all legislative definitions the environmental network is inter-
preted as a territorial system that requires a clarification of features, which charac-
terize it as a system. According to the Concise Explanation Dictionary of Ukrainian
language: the notion «systemy» is interpreted in several meanings, particularly:
1) the structure, which is an unity of naturally placed and functioning parts; 2) the
procedure, stipulated by the correct placing of the parts in a certain connection;
connected whole; 3) a form of organization, social order of something; 4) totality
of some elements, units, parts, united by a common principle and purpose’.

In general, the environmental network corresponds with the features of sys-
tem, because: 1) it has its own, inherent structure (key, connecting, buffer and
renewable territories); 2) integral parts of environmental network are placed within

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it in a certain succession and are connected by the system’s formation factors,
forming a unified comprehensive object — the national environmental network; 3) it
is a form of organization of environmental activities in the form of construction
and operation of the national environmental network as a part of the Pan-European
Ecological Network. The organization (construction) of the national environmental
network is determined in accordance with regional and local schemes included into
consolidated scheme of establishment of environmental networks of Ukraine,
which is an integral part of the General Scheme on planning of territories in
Ukraine and which is approved by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine; 4) the integral
parts of environmental network within a single territorial system are designed to
ensure preservation, restoration and protection of the environment and some of the
natural valuable components and they are united by common principles.

The principles of legal regulation of relations in the sphere of formation, pres-
ervation and use of environmental network are special in relation to the principles of
ecological law and reflect the essence and the peculiarities of the environmental net-
work relations. Article 4 of Law of Ukraine «On environmental network of Ukraine»
foresees that the formation, preservation and use of environmental network are real-
ized due to the following basic principles®: a) a provision with the integrity of eco-
system functions of the constituent elements; b) preservation and environmentally
sustainable use of natural resources in the environmental network; c) suspension of
losses of natural and semi-natural areas (occupied by plant groups of natural origin
and complexes, modified by human activity), the expansion of the territory of the
environmental network; d) provision of state support, stimulation of the entities dur-
ing creating the territories and objects of nature reserve fund or other areas subject to
special protection, development of the environmental network on their lands;
e) ensuring the participation of citizens and their associations in developing proposals
and making decisions on the formation, preservation and use of environmental net-
work; d) provision of a combination of national environmental network and envi-
ronmental networks of neighbouring states, the members of the Pan-European Eco-
logical Network, a comprehensive development of international cooperation in this
area; e¢) improving the structure of lands in Ukraine by providing scientific and rea-
sonable correlation between the different categories of lands; g) systematic integra-
tion of environmental, social and economic interests of society.

The first and the most important principle in the list of principles of formation,
preservation and use of environmental network is the principle of provision with the
integrity of ecosystem functions of the constituent elements. Embodiment of an idea
of environmental network creation is an example of using of ecosystem approach in
ecological state policy, because the functioning of ecosystem is aimed to provide
self-ecosystems’ reproduction and to increase their quality natural characteristics.

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The legal regulation of relations in the sphere of environmental network formation
allows to take into account all connections between its separate components and to
provide more effective protection and preservation of the whole environment.

On analyzing the national environmental network as a system, special atten-
tion shall be paid to the principle of systematic integration of environmental, social
and economic interests of society. This principle is a reflection of the sustainable
development strategy, which proclaims the necessity of obeying of this system of
nature that would ensure both economically efficient, economically secure and so-
cially equitable use of natural resources. The achievement of this goal must be ac-
companied by the definition of the main directions of transformation of public pol-
icy according to the principles of the development and adoption of environmentally
and socially oriented decisions’.

The formation of environmental network foresees the creation of entire spa-
tial complex of connected territories and objects with a special environmental pro-
tection regime and with a minimal anthropogenic influence on the environment.
National program on formation of the national environmental network in Ukraine
for 2000-2015"° determines the basic social, economic and ecological results of its
realization, which primarily include preservation and reproduction of landscape
diversity, the development of the Pan-European Ecological Network, as well as an
assistance in the development of a resource base for engagement in tourism, recrea-
tion and health of the population.

In the Agreement on Association between Ukraine, on the one hand, and the
European Union, the European Atomic Energy Community and their Member States,
on the other hand, ratified by the Law of Ukraine Ne 1678-VII of 16.09.2014. special
attention is paid to a common policy concerning a sustainable development. Accord-
ing to Article 290 of this Agreement: recognising the right of the Parties to establish
and regulate the in own levels of domestic environmental and labour protection and
sustainable development policies and priorities, in line with relevant internationally
recognised principles and agreements, and to adopt or modify their legislation ac-
cordingly, the Parties shall ensure that their legislation provides for high levels of
environmental and labour protection and shall strive to continue to improve that leg-
islation. As a way to achieve the objectives referred to in this Article, Ukraine shall
approximate its laws, regulations and administrative practice to the EU acquis''.
Therefore the Parties recognize the importance of the comprehensive consideration

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of economic, social and environmental interests not only their respective populations
but also the interests of future generations and ensure that economic development,
environmental and social policies are jointly supported.

Moreover, the parties recognise the importance of multilateral environmental
agreements. The Parties recognise the value of international environmental govern-
ance and agreements as a response of the international community to global or re-
gional environmental problems. The Parties reaffirm their commitment to the ef-
fective implementation in their law sand practices of the multilateral environmental
agreements to which they are party... the Parties shall ensure that environmental
policy shall be based on the precautionary principle and on the principles that pre-
ventive action should be taken, that environmental damage should as a priority be
rectified at source and that the polluter should pay. The Parties shall cooperate in
order to promote the prudent and rational utilisation of natural resources in accor-
dance with the objective of sustainable development with a view to strange thin-
ning the inks between the Parties’ trade and environmental policies and practices'.

Thus the Parties guarantee that their legislation provides the high levels of
protection of the environment and labour and take measures to improve this legisla-
tion. As a method of achievement of the goals, Ukraine brings its laws, regulations
and administrative practices in accordance with the acquis EU. The Parties recog-
nize the importance of international administration on the issues of environmental
protection and agreements as a response to the international community about
global and regional problems in the sphere of environmental protection.

An important direction of realization of the strategy on the sustainable de-
velopment in Ukraine is a formation of national environmental network, which is
an integral part of the Pan-European Ecological Network. According to a set of
international agreements and EU directives, Pan-European Ecological Network is
recognized to be an effective form of solving global problems and the preservation
of landscape and biological diversity. Ukraine, the Party of the Association
Agreement, confirms its obligation dealing with an effective implementation in its
laws and practices of multilateral agreements on environmental protection, the
member of which it is, including the Pan-European strategy for biological and
landscape diversity, adopted by the Council of Europe in 1995 and ratified by
Ukraine in 29.10.1996 in which the priority direction is a formation of Pan-
European Ecological Network, as a unified integrated system of preservation and
reproduction of national natural wealth of the whole continent.

L. A. Luts, summarizing numerous doctrinal approaches to the interpretation
of the notion «system», sets her own definition of the system as an entire totality
(complex) naturally placed and interconnected and interacting elements. In her
opinion the main features of the system are the following: 1) complexity (a set) of

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elements; 2) ordering and divisibility of elements; 3) the connection between them;
4) characteristics inherent in the object as a whole. Thus, the features which distin-
guish the system are the following: entirety, connection, stable structure'.

Environmental network has a complex, heterogeneous and branched structure
and has key elements, connecting, buffering and renewable territories, but due to the
fact that the provisions of the legislation on environmental network of Ukraine are
not implemented in practice, at the same time they are not entire by their nature.
B. V. Danylenkois also convinced that at this stage of legal regulation the environ-
mental network cannot be considered as an object with has the features of unity'*.

Theoreticians of law draw attention to the importance of integrity as an indis-
pensable feature of system. The whole is interpreted as a form of elements’ connec-
tion, where their integrity realizes its capacity for self-development ...The integrity is
a basis of stable system... The integrity foresees systematic effective actions, di-
rected to the achievement of a certain aim"’. Only with an adjusted mechanism of
formation of environmental network we can achieve its integrity, the efficiency of
environmental network’s functioning depends on the optimal cooperation of its com-
ponents and restoration of natural resources and environmental protection, which are
strategic goals of environmental network’s construction and are condition of sustain-
able management of nature and sustainable development of society.

Structural territorial elements of environmental network are connected by
close systematic links:

1) the legal and material basis of national environmental network are the ob-
jects and the territories of natural reserve fund, which, in opinion of Ukrainian leg-
islators, have the greatest environmental value for a preservation of biological and
landscape diversity. Moreover, the environmental network includes areas of natural
landscapes that are subject to a special protection, and health resort and recreation,
waterproof, field-protecting territories and objects of other types. These integral
parts are key areas of environmental network;

2) connecting territories of environmental network (ecological corridors)
unite key territories, occur a migration of animals and exchange of genetic mate-
rial, and shall also provide the integrity of environmental network. Connecting ter-
ritories (meadows, pastures, woods, ponds) provide terms of continuity, system
unity and functions of bio communication for environment on different levels of
spatial organization of environmental network;

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3) buffer territories of environmental network provide a protection of key
and connecting territories from an anthropogenic impact. Buffer areas create more
favourable conditions for the development and reproduction of natural landscapes
and optimization of management within them in order to preserve the existing one
and to reproduce the lost natural values;

4) renewable territories are the disturbed, degraded and unproductive lands and
the lands affected by the negative processes and natural calamities, and other territories
with are important in terms of spatial integrity of the environmental network. Unlike
the previous structural elements of the environmental network, which should be ex-
cluded or limited by an anthropogenic impact, the priority measures should be taken
for renewable territories in order to reproduce their primary natural state.

As it has been mentioned above, the system is considered as a set of certain
elements, united by a common purpose. Legislative recognized objective of envi-
ronmental network’s formation is to improve conditions for the creation and restora-
tion of the environment, an increase of natural resource potential of Ukraine, preser-
vation of landscape and biological diversity, places of settlement and growth of spe-
cies of flora and fauna, the genetic fund, migration routes of animals. This goal is
common for the whole national environmental network, for all its natural structural
elements (key, connecting, buffer and renewable territories) and for organizational
and legal, institutional, functional mechanisms of its construction and preservation.

Environmental network shall have both entire and integral characters. Because
term «integration» means combination, interpenetration, integration and a process of
incorporation of any elements (parts) in the whole, using the process of rapproche-
ment and the formation of interconnections. 1. I. Karakash also considers that the en-
vironmental network is a certain complex of natural objects and their resources, but
integrated on broad species’ level and spread within the territory of state'®.

Environmental network of Ukraine consists of inhomogeneous structural ter-
ritorial elements and objects (internal integration) and is integrated in the Pan-
European Ecological Network(external integration). Environmental network’s for-
mation is made in compliance with the principle of combination of national envi-
ronmental network with environmental networks of neighbouring states, the mem-
bers of the Pan-European Ecological Network, by creating a joint cross-border
elements of environmental network within the natural areas and natural corridors
and coordination of project son a system of land tenure within the border areas.

However, as O. O. Kahalo stresses that other criteria of national environ-
mental network’s formation are introduced in legislation of Ukraine, that made its
scheme of construction be incompatible with similar schemes of European states'’.

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Principal one is an actual ignoring of «settlement («biotope») criteria» of choice of
integral elements of an environmental network inherent from the construction of
the Pan-European Ecological Network, and absolutization of the territories’ value
and the objects of natural reserve fund as the basis of a national environmental
network with a further involvement of the protected territories of other type as sub-
sidiary elements: buffer zones, renewable territories, ecological corridors'®.

Legal grounds for creation of national and Pan-European Ecological Net-
work are different and require coordination. Scholars- researches of nature state
that the analysis of regional and local models of environmental networks of
Ukrainian and Polish Carpathians prove the existence of two main types of them.

1) based on the grounds of national conception of Ukrainian environmental
network’s formation with an emphasis on the location of protected territories, char-
acterizing the peculiarities of geo-botanical and landscape structure and the charac-
ter of management of nature

2) designed according to the requirements of European programs EECONET
and Natura-2000, aimed at the consideration of the spread of major types of eco-
systems and biotopes as habitats (settlements) of typical (background) and rare
species of animals'® on the basis of directives of European Union on the preserva-
tion of wild birds (Council Directive 79/409/EEC on the protection of wild birds)
and on preservation of wild fauna and flora and natural environments of exis-
tence(Council Directive 92/43/EEC on the conservation of natural habitats and of
wild fauna and flora), known as «Habitas Directive».

It is noticeable that the term «natural habitat (settlement) of wild animals and
plants» which is traditional for European practice of construction of a Pan-
European Ecological Network is not used by Ukrainian lawyers, but by geogra-
phers and biologists. Obviously, this is due to legal dependence on statutory
Ukraine’s leading place of objects and territories of natural reserve fund as part of
the national environmental network as a valuable for biological and landscape di-
versity, instead of the lack of legislative term «habitaty.

We understand, that for further harmonization of the legislation of Ukraine
with the European Union in the part of creation of safe and favourable European
ecological space it is necessary to bring national legislation on the establishment of
environmental networks in accordance with the requirements established by inter-
national and European standardszo, the term settlement shall be defined in ecologi-

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cal legislation of Ukraine in accordance with the European requirements and pro-
posals of Ukrainian scholars- naturalists and the key nature-protected criterion of
creation of environmental network shall be replaced be «settlement».

Environmental network as a unified spatial system of special protected natu-
ral territories isn’t «a wonder of nature» in its pure form, because it is formed and
operates under the control of human. It has a combined natural and anthropogenic
origin, because for the achievement of the main strategic goal — an increase of
natural resources potential of Ukraine’s territory, preservation of landscape and
biological diversity, we need to take all necessary measures. Environmental net-
work’s formation has a systematic character. The system of organizational, admin-
istrative, institutional, technical, informative measures, scientific, design, land
management, works are provided and exercised for the protection, preservation and
reproduction of environment and its separate valuable components (unique territo-
ries and natural objects), genetic fund of wildlife, landscapes and other natural
complexes.

Environmental network can be considered in narrow and broad meanings. In
narrow (literally) meaning, environmental network is a spatial system of special
protected natural territories. In broad meaning, environmental network, in spite of
the above mentioned natural element, also consists of organizational and legal
component (legal functioning and mechanism of environmental network’s design
at local, regional and national levels), as well as the institutional component, which
is the activity of executive authorities and local governments, environmental NGOs
and experts in the field of construction and preservation of national environmental
network.

Taking into account the results of the made research, we can make a conclu-
sion that the structural elements of environmental network as integral natural com-
ponents of environmental network are in close interconnection and in collaboration
with other functional components of environmental network (organizational and
legal, institutional) and they form a national environmental network as a unified
integrated system.

The structural elements of the national environmental network are key terri-
tories (natural regions), as special protected territories, the basis of which are the
territories and the objects of nature reserve fund, connecting territories (natural cor-
ridors), the migration of biological materials, buffer zones, which play a protection
function in relation to the key and connecting territories; renewable territories,
which provide the integrity of environmental network and in relation to which im-
mediate measures of restoration of the unoriginal natural state should be taken.

The attempt to identify systemic connections between the structural elements
of the environmental network all owes to state that the most system creation role
shield by ecological corridors and buffer territories that pursue connective and pro-
tective functions for other structural elements and individual objects of national
environmental network and provide their system icunity; the spatial integrity must
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been sure by renewable territories; the key territories are the core of environmental
network for the preservation and restoration of which a functional system of envi-
ronmental network is built.

Conclusions. General characteristics of the main approaches to the definition of
term «system» and an analysis of the legal features and peculiarities of environ-
mental network prove and confirm that the national environmental network is a terri-
torial system, which has a complicated organizational structure, which reflects the
regularities of its internal development and consists of structural elements, united by
system in connections. Consistency of environmental network consists in:

— it is an integral system of natural and anthropogenic origin;

— it consists of functional integral elements: natural, organizational and insti-
tutional components;

— with a help of the established mechanism of environmental network’s for-
mation we can achieve its integrity;

—natural component of environmental network is its structural elements:
key, connecting, buffer and renewable territories; all structural elements of envi-
ronmental network are interconnected and interdependent;

— consolidating features of environmental network are its final goal and
common principles of formation, functioning and preservation;

— national environmental network shall meet the criteria of construction and
has characteristics, inherent from Pan-European Ecological Network, because as an
integral part in the Pan-European Ecological Network.
